With some exceptions, the University of Alaska does not 
release student record information without the express 
written consent of the student. 

Information that is considered directory information, 
however, may be released without the student’s 
consent. At UAF, we consider the following to be 
directory information: 
•	 names 
•	 dates of attendance at UAF 
•	 programs or major fields of study 
•	 degrees and certificates received (including dates)
•	 participation in officially recognized university 

activities
•	 academic and co-curricular awards, honors and 

scholarships received (including dates)
•	 enrollment status
•	 weight and height of students on athletic teams
•	 email addresses
•	 hometowns (city and state)
