Andrew M. asked who’s doing the planni n g of the engine e r i n g facili t i e s at UAA and UAF.  
Chancell o r Roger s answe r e d that it’s being done by System Administ r a t i o n (Kit Duke is the chief 
facil i t i e s offic e r).  They’v e hired an indepe n d e n t consu l t i n g firm to look at data about the number s 
of stude n t s that will utili z e the facil i t i e s in both locatio n s. CEM Dean Doug G. has been 
parti c i p a t i n g in the proce s s.  Draft repor t s are poste d at the UA Faciliti e s web site:

Book adopti o n notic e s have gone out to all facul t y.  The unive r s i t y needs to be in compl i a n c e with 
feder a l rules on publi s h i n g book price s for stude n t s; so, facult y need to make their adopt i o n s in a 
timely manne r.  Also, facult y may post “no book” if that’ s appro p r i a t e to a course. 
 
 B. Remarks by Provos t Susan Henrichs  
 
Communit y campu s direc t o r s had a recen t meeti n g.  Presid e n t Gamble atten d e d, and Susan noted 
that he is not inter e s t e d in separ a t i n g any commu n i t y campu s out from the unive r s i t y – to quell any 
rumors of that.  However, he would like to see more disti n c t i o n with the missi o n of the commu n i t y 
campu s e s and some clear e r delin e a t i o n in BOR policy and strat e g i c plann i n g docume n t s.   
 
Another topic of discu s s i o n was the Techn i c a l and Vocati o n a l Education Progra m (TVEP) funding 
from the state which has been used to sustai n many of the UAF-CRCD programs.  The fundin g 
sourc e has latel y been shrin k i n g and becomi n g somew h a t less relia b l e.  Fred Villa at State w i d e 
(who’s in charge of the progra m) wants to shift away from using that money for long-term suppor t 
of progr a ms, and use it inste a d for initi a l progr a m start u p or other short-term proje c t s.  It could 
perhap s be used for modest facil i t y renov a t i o n s and equipme n t repla c e me n t.  To qualif y for funds, 
the progr a m shoul d be a high deman d job area degre e progr a m.  Faculty in these progr a m areas 
shoul d start think i n g about how funds could be used along these lines.  There are two oppor t u n i t i e s 
in the new year to apply for the money (unexpe n d e d funds – a one-time ask scena r i o; and, a reques t 
for funds from new-year money).  She sends announ c e me n t s of those opport u n i t i e s out to the deans 
and encou r a g e s them to send them on to the depar t me n t s. 
 
Susan annou n c e d that Mike Earnest will talk about late-grade submi s s i o n s durin g this meeti n g.  
There’ s been some slippa g e in the submis s i o n of grades and facult y were remi nd e d of the 
impor t a n c e to get them submi t t e d for their stude n t s who are deali n g with finan c i a l aid, as well as 
forei g n stude n t s and their visa statu s

O n e of the main reaso n s for disco n t i n u i n g publi c a t i o n of the cours e sched u l e is that by the time it’s 
printe d it’s grossl y out of date.  A downloa d a b l e sprea d s h e e t from the Regist r a r ’ s Offic e web site 
will be provi d e d with up-to-date cours e sched u l e infor ma t i o n. 
 
Karen J. asked what lengt h of time the cours e sched u l e s will be avail a b l e onlin e.  The Libra r y 
recei v e s many inqui r i e s regar d i n g past cours e sched u l e s, even as far back as ten years ago.  Mike 
respo n d e d that at the end of each semes t e r they will freez e and archi v e the sched u l e.  They’l l make it 
avail a b l e onlin e and then it would event u a l l y be store d in OnBase.  It’ll be a more accur a t e pictu r e 
of what actua l l y took place than the print e d sched u l e s. 
 
Donie B. noted that’s diffi c u l t to browse the online catal o g witho u t knowi n g exact l y what one is 
lookin g for.  Mike said the online Course Finder is a work in progre s s, and they’r e seeki n g to make 
some upgrad e s.  The downlo a d a b l e sprea d s h e e t versi o n can be sorted and filter e d more easily. 
 
Jane W asked if instr u c t i o n s will be sent out and Mike said the print e d regis t r a t i o n bulle t i n will have 
comple t e instr u c t i o n s for facult y, staff and studen t s. 
 
Andy A. shared why he doesn’ t think the change is a good market i n g move. From an advisi n g 
stand p o i n t, the print e d sched u l e is also used and highl i g h t e d for the stude n t s and they can take it 



f r o n t of her and a studen t, such as two laptop s.  More termi n a l s neede d in Wood Center for stude n t s 
who don’t have the techno l o g y. 
 
Lara D. comme nt e d that she is unhapp y that facult y were not consul t e d, once again, on an issue that 
affect s all of them as adviso r s to their stude n t s.   
 
Jane Allen asked if the CRCD course schedu l e will rema in on paper.  Susan H. mention e d that 
Summe r Sessio n s, UAF-CTC and CRCD schedule s will still be on paper. 
 
Mike E. went on to annou n c e the enfor c e me n t of grade submi s s i o n deadl i n e s:  The deadl i n e this 
semes t e r is December 22 at noon, which will have grace perio d until midni g h t of December 24th.  In 
January they will work with the Provo s t and Deans to gathe r in any missi n g grade s. 
 
 
IX New Business  
 
 A. Motion to Amend the Faculty Senat e Constitu t i o n, submit t e d by the   
  Administ r a t i v e Committe e (Attachme n t 170/1) 
 
Jon D. brought the motion to the floor.  Jane W. made a motion to postpo n e the vote on this motion 
until the next face-to-face meetin g in February.  Mike D. seconde d the motion to postpo n e the vote.  
An oral vote was record e d, and the result s were: 1 abstent i o n; 9 “yes” (to postpo n e); and 20 “no” 
votes. 
 
The motion on the amendi n g the Constitu t i o n was brough t to the floor for a vote.  An oral vote was 
again recor d e d and the resul t s were: 22 “yes” (to amend the Constitu t i o n); 6 “no” (not to amend); 
and 2 abstent i o n s.  A record of the voting is posted onlin e at the FS Meetin g s web page. 
 
 
 B. Motion to Approve the DANSRD Unit Criteria, submit t e d by Unit Criteria  
  Committe e (Attachme n t 170/2) 
 
Perry B., Unit Criteria chair, brough t the motion to the floor, noting the unique goals of DANSRD.  
The unit crite r i a inclu d e a descr i p t i o n of the goals of the depar t me n t, which provi d e s a helpf u l 
contex t for the criter i a that follow.  He introdu c e d Ralph Gabriell i from DANSRD who was presen t 
to help answer any questi o n s.  Jon D. asked if there were any sticki n g point s for the commit t e e when 
they review e d the criter i a.  Perry noted that defini n g quali f i e d peers to apprai s e facul t y files was an 
issue that came up.  DANSRD reviews not only come out  of schola r l y socie t i e s, but also come from 
member s of user groups who are using the resear c h and servic e produc t s of DANSRD.  There is a lot 
of explan a t i o n about who is a qualif i e d peer to provid e revie w.   
 
Jordan Titus asked some questi o n s about wordin g on page six and seven of the docume n t which 
seeme d ambig u o u s to her and that which might lead to probl e ms or an appea l shoul d a facult y be 
denied promot i o n.  Ralph G. provide d explan a t i o n for these areas.  Perry also noted the langu a g e 
Jordan asked about was in a preamb l e secti o n, and speci f i c s were provi d e d below that secti o n which 
was clear. 
 
Theresa John spoke in support of the DANSRD unit cr ite r i a, noting it would benef i t the facul t y with 
its defin e d crite r i a.    
 
Mike D. moved the motion to a vote which was second e d.  Ayes passed the motion to approv e the 
DANSRD unit criter i a.  There were no nays and two absten t i o n s. 



 
 C. Motion to Specif y the Minimum Grade for Baccalau r e a t e Core Courses,   
  submit t e d by Curricul a r Affairs (Attachme n t 170/3) 
 
Rainer N. brough t the motion to the floor, explai n i n g that under curre n t polic y, studen t s may pass 
Core course s with a D- grade.   
 
Karen J. asked why C- rather than a C was used for the minimum grade.  Cathy C. noted that C- is 
used for transf e r stude n t s comi n g in to the UAF system, so it was used to be consis t e n t with curren t 
polic y. 
 
Dave V called to questi o n and it was second e d.  A vote was taken; the motion to requir e C- as the 
minimum grade for a Core course was passed.  There was one nay vote.

Rainer N. noted that the Curricul a r Affairs Committe e was still worki n g on this. 
 
  B. Statew i d e ’ s reque s t for one-year math place me n t test expir a t i o n date. 
   – Administ r a t i v e Committe e (Attachme n t 170/4) 
 
Cindy Hardy intro d u c e d this topic, noting its histo r y last year, as illus t r a t e d by the agend a 
attac h me n t.  Cathy C. explai n e d how last year’ s chang e align e d the deadl i n e s at all three MAUs; but 
that UAA and UAS wish to change it back to a one-year expira t i o n. 
 
Latric e L. spoke in suppo r t chang i n g the expir a t i o n date for math place me n t tests back to one year.  
 
Linda H. comme nt e d on the confus i o n for studen t s with the differ i n g deadli n e s for English and math 
place me n t.  Severa l facul t y comme n t e d on the benef i t to stude n t s who need to take math to have a 
short e r place me n t test expir a t i o n time of one year rathe r than two. 
 
Jon D. noted the issue will come back befor e the senat e for a vote.
